Applicant Profile Report 
The purpose of the Applicant Profile report is to enable you to build up a profile of your own applicants so that you can better understand the type of applicant who applies to the various courses that your institution offers.  This report provides year to date data for the current entry cycle only and is updated on a weekly basis.  It provides demographic and geographical data as well as school related information so you can also see which school and local authority your applicants are coming from. 

Please note that in order to avoid data duplication and to ensure downloads include only unique applicants / personal ID numbers, data is made available at institutional level only.  (The reason for providing data at institutional level only is because if data was taken down to course code level, the data would be incorrect as a single applicant can choose up to five courses and therefore you would have up to five rows of data for each applicant.  This could lead to some users thinking that they had more applicants than they actually did.) If you do require data down to course code level, please click the ‘Profile’ section on the main menu bar as this displays applicant totals for a single course.  (Thus upholding the business rule that an applicant can only apply to the same HEI and course code once.)  Data provided in this comma separated value file (CSV) is as follows:-

Applications Summary Report
The purpose of the Application Summary report is to allow you to see your application trends over a three year period at subject group, subject line and course code level.  This report is based on year to date data and is available as a CSV file download.  Course data is further broken down into domicile and deferred / non deferred categories enabling you to see not only the split of Home, EU and Non EU applications but also the split of deferred and non deferred applications. Assigned Faculty Courses 
The purpose of the Assigned Faculty Courses report is to enable you to see at course code level, which courses have been assigned to a faculty and which have not.  It also allows you to check whether courses have been assigned to a single faculty, multiple faculties or no faculties at all.  This report is generated in real time which means that any new faculties that you create or change within the Faculty Setup (Update) web page will immediately get updated in this report as opposed to waiting for the following weekly update to take place.

Competitor Listing (Subject Group Level)
The purpose of the Competitor Listing (Subject Group Level) report is to show you who your competitors are for each subject group that your institution offers.  Your competitors are defined as the six HEIs to which your applicants most frequently apply at subject group level.  Competitor groupings listed in this report are used for all competitor calculations, both in the application and relevant reports. Competitor selection is based on the position as at the 30th June deadline for the 2010 entry cycle. The competitor algorithm excludes HEIs which have since withdrawn from the UCAS scheme; it takes account of code changes in the period 2009 to 2011 and requires that the same six institutions are present across the three years.  Please note that this report will not change on a weekly basis unless you specifically request for a change to be made. An administration fee is charged for this service.

Competitor Listing (Subject Line Level)
The purpose of the Competitor Listing (Subject Line Level) report is to show you who your competitors are for each subject line that your institution offers.  Your competitors are defined as the six HEIs to which your applicants most frequently apply at subject line level.  Competitor groupings listed in this report are used for all competitor calculations, both in the application and relevant reports. Competitor selection is based on the position as at the 30th June deadline for the 2010 entry cycle. The competitor algorithm excludes HEIs which have since withdrawn from the UCAS scheme; it takes account of code changes in the period 2009 to 2011 and requires that the same six institutions are present across the three years. Please note that this report will not change on a weekly basis unless you specifically request for a change to be made. An administration fee is charged for this service.

Course Report (PDF and CSV)
The purpose of the Course report is to provide you with application counts over a three year period for all courses that your own institution offers.  This report is updated on a weekly basis and provides year to date information.  (Please note that the course level listing only shows the course title. Faculty Summary Report 
The purpose of the Faculty Summary report is to enable you to view application data at faculty level so you can analyse how well each faculty or department is faring over the course of the year.  Data is year to date, is provided over a three year period and includes percentage change information.  This report is generated in real time which means that any new faculties that are created or changed within the Faculty Setup (Update) web page will automatically get updated in this report as opposed to waiting for the weekly update.  This report also provides domicile data but for the current entry cycle only and goes down to course code level.  Data included in this report (available as a CSV file) is as follows:-

Year of Entry Report 
The purpose of the Year of Entry report is to help determine whether applicants will begin their courses in 2011 or 2012 thus enabling you to work out the total number of current and deferred applications for each course that your institution offers.  Data is broken down into quarterly periods (based on the calendar year January to December) and is useful at showing whether the course will start at the beginning, middle or end of each year.  Data is provided down to domicile level (Home, EU and Non EU) and could therefore be useful for finance and resource planning.  
The report is generated on a weekly basis and is based on year to date calculations. (Please note that this information is based on when an applicant will begin their course as opposed to when an applicant applied to UCAS and includes the following data:-
